ORCS - The younger of the two more common various ‘speaking’ beasts found in Elanthia, (not including Kobolds, as kobolds speak a Broken Common dialect), Orcs can be found in all environs from River’s Rest to Ta’Vaalor. The Orcish Language is a bit simpler to translate and comprehend, as it reads from left to right, and in many cases, is a very guttural and throaty deviation of the Common tongue. 





The Alpha Translation.





	The Alpha Translation allows the Orc Language to be translated into somewhat understandable Common, and with some work, might allow the skilled linguist to engage an orc in conversation. This Tracker suggests that you use whatever means necessary to subdue the Orc before engaging in conversation with it, as they are aggressive and cunning beasts, and seek only the most primitive goals. (The average Orc will not really care what you have to say, in other words, but it might be interested in watching you bleed.)

	Note the omission of some of the letters of Common Alpha. The Orcs’ intelligence and vocal inflections (and even the shape of their neck, mouth and tongue) do not seem conducive to some of the dual sounds found in Common. For translation from Common to Orcish, you would be best suited to translate phonetically. (Sound it out, then translate).

Turin’s Orc Phrase Suggestions.





Well, in the above, the first two phrases where names are listed, those names can be subsituted, obviously, and you will find Orcs addressing You, as opposed to speaking of someone not in the area.  We suggest using the word “Grorkenk”, which is Ancient Trollish for a small humanoid beast (dwarf, gnoll, halfling, etc.)





	As the possibility of phrases that might suit you personally can be quite infinite, I instead have scribed here a few of the phrases that I use against Orcs in battle (currently, Orcs in Yegharren, which are not terribly chatty.)





Koar, you smell worse than an ogre!


	Koar, aru mrell arse than argre!





You will no longer need your leg, so I’ll remove it.


Aru ogll nar larnger narlarld arur larlg, sar Og’ll rarltrarve ogt.





Do you have coins for me?


Dar aru havarl karns far trarl?





You scream like a kobold.

I’ll leave your bones to warn your brethren.


Og’ll larlave arur barnarls tar arn arur brarlathrarln.
